The scout maps are used to determine rates of plant growth regulators,
insecticides, defoliants, herbicides, or fertilizer to apply to the plants. Utilizing Crop-Site,
growers and consultants can easily transform their scout maps into vehicle/controller
prescription files that allow for chemical rates to be varied automatically with minimal
operator inputs. Products can also be used to determine more general management
decisions including the decision to keep land in agricultural production or tax purposes.
The end result is a more profitable and sustainable agricultural industry.
